She was devoted and loyal to her work, to this church and to making sure that
cach and every one of our members... from the youngest to the oldest... was cared for, attended
to and loved. She regularly helped me know who was in need of a card or a visit or prayer. She
loved each one dearly and especially looked after those who were shut in at home unable to be
out. She called them regularly, went by to check on them, ran errands for whatever was needed
and treated everyone as he or she was the most important person in the room. Church offices
can be busy places and yet she treated each soul who came through our doors with kindness,
respect, professionalism and grace whether they be a church member, an Elder of the congrega-
tion or a person simply looking for assistance. Whether we were able to help or not, everyone
left her office knowing they had a friend in Peggy Mitchell. What a rare gift she had!

A couple of years ago, when Ms. Peggy “retired” from full time work in our office, our Elders
presented her with a gift to honor her for her many years of service. It was said at the time that
nothing could truly do justice to the way that she has honored all of us in this church by her
dedicated and selfless service. Her dedication and work has been integral to the work of this
church for the better part of four decades and she will be dearly missed. “Ms. Peggy” never let
on to me the exact year of her birthday or how many years she had been blessed with... but she
told me she was thankful for each and every one of them. I am, too. Today and for many days
to come my heart will hurt and she will be greatly missed... but we are so very thankful to have
the assurance through faith that we will meet again and dwell in the presence of God for all
eternity!
